Why is education important? 

•More Education = More opportunities for career CHOICES!!! 

 

•More Education = More money

Why is education important? 



CVHS Requirements 

1. Must pass all required courses 

2. Must earn at least 230 credits 

3. Must pass the CAHSEE 
 

 

 

 



 

 
● You can earn 5 credits in each class for each semester if you pass the class with an A B C or D.  
 
● 5 credits x 6 classes=30 credits per semester. 
 
● 30 credits x 2 semesters = 60 credits a year.  
 
● 60 credits x 4 years = 240 credits in 4 years 
 

 
 
 
● You need 230 credits to graduate form CVHS. 
● If you receive an F in a class required for graduation you will 

need to take summer school.  You can only make up 2 classes 
each summer for a total of 10 credits.

Staying On Track 



● GPA’s count for many things: 
 
● Sports:  you must have a 2.0 to participate in any 

sports. 
 
● College: You must have a minimum of 2.0 or higher to 

be able to apply for a four year university.  (a 3.0 for 
UC’s).   

 
● Financial Aid/Scholarships: the Cal Grant is based on 

your GPA, as well as many merit scholarships.  Cal 
Grant is worth up to $20,000. Safe bet is to have a 3.0 

Grade Point Average 



 
● Thumbs up if you know how to calculate a GPA 

 
● Thumbs down if you forgot or have never been 

taught. 
 
Optional Quick Example:  A=4, B=3, C=2, D=1, F=0 
AP classes give 1 extra point for A’s, B’s, and C’s 
 
Calculate the GPA:  A, B, C, A, B, B

1. Meet A-G Requirements 



● Colleges combine your GPA with your SAT/ACT 
scores to determine if you qualify for their 
school. 

 
● All schools vary in competiveness and how 

hard they are to get into.  A 2.0 GPA is the 
MINIMUM to apply but does not guarantee 
acceptance to any school.   
 

● REMEMBER: 
●  Higher GPA = Better Opportunities!  

2. GPA of 2.0 or higher 



● Sign up for these your Junior Year.  You can 
take them as many times as you want! 

 
● There are fee waivers available. 
 

 

● PSAT (Preliminary SAT) *think PRACTICE 
SAT*  All sophomores and Juniors take at CV; 
Freshmen can opt out of Freshmen field trip to 
take PSAT one additional time.  

3. SAT/ACT A-G Requirements 



 
● FAFSA is an application for FREE money from 

the government to help pay for college! 
 

● Most CV students will qualify for some sort of 
Financial Aid.
